Do The Right Thing: Grass Clippings

The arrival of spring and warm days brings lawn mowing season. Here are
2 great reasons to make sure that you cleanup your grass clippings:

1. Grass clippings and leaves can clog storm drains, leading to street
flooding, or they are carried directly to the Bay. They then
decompose, adding too much enrichment for sea life handle and use
oxygen that fish need to live.

2. Leaving grass clipping on the curb and street just looks bad!

Solutions: Use a lawn mower that mulches * Cut regularly to prevent overgrowth *
Consider a compost pile * Rake and bag only if absolutely necessary.
