Planning Commission Meeting:  Proposed Target  

 

On Tuesday, April 21st at 2:00 p.m. the Suffolk Planning Commission 
will be having a meeting in regards to rezoning the property just outside 
Hillpoint on Route 10 for a proposed Target store.  It was told that 
letters were to be sent to all residents by the City, but many have 
indicated that they had not received this letter. 
 
This will have an effect on the traffic in our area.  This meeting is open 
to the public, and community members are encouraged to attend to 
become more informed and give their input.  Planning Commission 
Meetings are held in City Council Chambers, located on the second floor 
of the Municipal Center Building at 441 Market Street. 
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Note from UPA Management:  Outdoor Projects and Del inquencies  

FAILURE TO PAY ASSESSMENTS: Assessments are essential to fund the liabilities and 
maintenance of the community’s common areas.  When payments are not received from owners it places 
the Association and management in the difficult position of sending those property owners to a 
collections attorney.  Currently there is more than a 10 (ten) % delinquency rate.  

The Articles of Incorporation of Hillpoint Farms Homeowners Association Article V Section B gives the 
Association the power to “Fix, levy, collect and enforce payment by any lawful means the charges 
assessed to members; to pay all expenses in connection therewith and all office and other expenses 
incident to the conduct of the business of the Association, including licenses, taxes, or governmental 
charged levied or imposed against the property of the Association”  

Many owners have been under the assumption that they did not have to pay assessments because their 
homes were damaged or destroyed by the tornado.  Assessments run with the land not with the home.  It 
would be the same if someone owned a builder lot and would be responsible for assessments.  

EXTERIOR ALTERATIONS :  Spring’s arrival brings (hopefully) sunny days, flowers and outdoor 
projects.  Please remember to check the Hillpoint Farms Homeowners’ Association’s Rules and 
Regulations and to submit any exterior alterations to your Association Manager so that he can send them 
to the Architectural Review Committee.  You must receive written approval before you begin your 
project.

They then decompose, adding too much enrichment 
for sea life handle and use oxygen that fish need to live.

Use a lawn mower that mulches * Cut regularly to prevent overgrowth * Consider a compost pile * 

Rake and bag only if absolutely necessary.

HOW TO PREVENT MOSQUITO BREEDING 
 

Often, the most effective way to protect your family from being infected by disease-

carrying mosquitoes is to get rid of them before they appear. Follow these tips on how to 
prevent mosquito breeding around your home: 

• Do not allow standing water to accumulate for more than two days. Common 
areas to check: old tires, buckets, unused plastic swimming pools, the base of a 

flower pot, pet dishes, plastic covers or any container that may collect water. 

• Change the water in birdbaths, fountains and wading pools at least once a week. 

• Clean debris from rain gutters and remove standing water under or around 
structures. 

• Check rain barrels for mosquito larvae. A tight cover will prevent egg laying. A 
thin layer of oil will kill mosquitoes already present. 

• Repair leaks or clear away puddles from around faucets and window air 
conditioning units. 

• Stock ornamental pools with minnows or goldfish (they eat mosquito larvae on 
the water surface) or treat the pools with biological larvicides (chemicals or 

natural bacteria that can be used to kill mosquito larvae). 

• Be sure to keep swimming pools, saunas and hot tubs clean and chlorinated. If 
not in use, keep empty and covered. 

• Empty accumulated water from boats and cargo trailers. 

• Fill or drain large puddles, ditches and swampy areas. 

• Remove, drain or fill tree holes and stumps with mortar. 

• Keep hedges and bushes trimmed to reduce shade. 

• Mow the lawn at least once a week. Mosquitoes can hide in the shade of tall 
grass. 

• Make sure windows, doors and porches are tightly screened and are free of 
holes.
