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Note from UPA Management:  UPA updates  
 

2010 PROPOSED BUDGET:  Management has submitted to the Board of Directors a 

proposed operating budget for 2010.  There is a $5.00 per quarter increase in 

assessments for 2010.  The increase is needed for several reasons.  First, there has been 

a slow down in the number of new units coming into the association.  Except for 

Fairways Crossings, there has not been much new construction that has sold in the last 

two years.  Currently there are 462 homes out of a possible 1326.  Second, the cost of 

landscaping has increased the past two years but the budget was not adjusted to 

reflect the increase.  Third, the City of Suffolk Department of Public Works mandated 

that the Association maintain the ground cover and growth on the earthen dam in 

Lakes Edge.  Even though the cost for this maintenance started in the spring 2008, it 

was within the budget for 2009.  

 
An Information Meeting was held on September 21, 2009 at 6:30 P.M. in the Open Door 

Church of Suffolk, 816 Kings Fork Road, Suffolk, Virginia 23434 to get owners input.  

Please remember it is the Board of Directors that approves the budget.  
 

COMMON AREAS:  Many owners have called the Association office to express 

concerns about areas they feel should be maintained by the Association.  Many of 

these areas are owned by developers and it is unlawful to spend the Association’s 

funds to maintain private property. Once common areas are developed and 

dedicated by Deed to the Association they will be maintained.   

  

FAILURE TO PAY ASSESSMENTS: Assessments are essential to fund the liabilities and 
maintenance of the community’s common areas.  When payments are not received 

from owners it places the Association and management in the difficult position of 

sending those property owners to a collections attorney.  Currently there is more than a 

10 (ten) % delinquency rate with owners at the Association’s collection attorney. 

 

The Articles of Incorporation of Hillpoint Farms Homeowners Association Article V 

Section B gives the Association the power to “Fix, levy, collect and enforce payment 
by any lawful means the charges assessed to members; to pay all expenses in 

connection therewith and all office and other expenses incident to the conduct of the 

business of the Association, including licenses, taxes, or governmental charged levied 

or imposed against the property of the Association” 

 

EXTERIOR ALTERATIONS:  Please remember to check the Hillpoint Farms Homeowners’ 

Association’s Rules and Regulations and to submit any exterior alterations to your 

Association Manager so that he can send them to the Architectural Review 
Committee.  You must receive written approval before you begin your project.  If you 

have any questions, or need a copy of the request form, please call John Craig at 484-

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HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION 101 

 

Developments, Civic Leagues and Homeowners Associations 

What’s the difference? 

 

Hillpoint Farms is a legally recognized Master Planned Development in the City 

of Suffolk.  All that really means is that the 926 Acre (+ or -) site was approved 
by the city for residential development.  There are lots of sub-developments in 

Suffolk.  A Civic League is a group of people who live near each other who 

decide to form a group either for social or civic reasons.  There are at least a 

dozen civic leagues in Suffolk. Hillpoint Farms Homeowners Association, Inc. is 

the legal description of a corporation representing property owners in the 

Master Planned Development.  Its powers and responsibilities are legally 

defined by the Commonwealth of Virginia, Articles of Incorporation, 

Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions.   
 

Is there more than one Homeowners Association at Hillpoint Farms? 

 

Not really.  At the present time there are five sub-developments that make up 

the Master Planned Development;  they are Lakes Edge, Hillpoint Greens, 

Fairways Crossings, Hillpoint Meadows and The Vistas at Hillpoint Farms a 

condominium community.  The Vistas pay condominium and HOA assessments 
and Hillpoint Meadows pay both HOA assessments and Hillpoint Meadows 

Homeowners Association assessments.  Legal negotiations are under way with 

the developer of the apartments to collect assessments on those units. 

 

I don’t like the Association.  Can I drop out or stop pay assessments? 

 

No.  Membership in both Hillpoint Farms Homeowners Association and The 

Vistas Condominium Association, if applicable, is mandatory and required by 

the deed to your property.  This requirement was established when the Master 

Planned Development was approved by the City of Suffolk in 1998. 

 

How come nobody told me this before I bought my property? 

 

This one is tricky. Virginia Property Owners Association Act and the Virginia 

Condominium Act require owners to provide prospective buyers disclosure 
packets prior to closing.  This packet includes the legal documents establishing 

the Homeowner/Condominium Association(s), a copy of the most recent 

budget, and a statement of monthly assessments at a minimum.  When you 

sign all those papers at closing, one of them is supposed to be an 

acknowledgment that you have received this packet.  If you never got a copy 

at closing that does not relieve you of the responsibility to abide by the 

documents.  If you never got a set or lost them, you can request a set from the 

association, but there is a charge for them. 
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Where does the money go? 

 

Full financial documents can be provided by the association office upon 

request and a per copy charge. Once adopted by the Board of Directors a 

line item operating budget is mailed to all owners at the address of record on 

or before December 1st each year.  Basically, the major expenses are for 

landscaping, the management fee and for a reserve replacement fund.
