The expectation 
is that these numbers will quickly decrease as the property owners address the violations and prevent 
future occurrences.    
 
54 - Lawn Maintenance and/or Lot Maintenance 
17 - Trailers / Boats / Recreational Vehicles Parked in Front of Homes 
16 - More than one sign on Property 
 7 - Miscellaneous (unlicensed vehicles / Basketball Goals / Trash cans out on non-collection days) 
 
We encourage homeowners to read and become familiar with the Declaration of Covenants, 
Conditions and Restrictions and Architectural Review Committee Polices of Hillpoint Farms and the sub-
declarations of Hillpoint Greens, Fairways Crossings, Hillpoint Meadows and The Vistas.  We will update 
these numbers every 6 months, with expectations that they will be 0,0,0,0!   
 
July (Quarterly) HOA Assessments are now due.  Dues will remain at $60 until the 2007 budget is 
adopted.  Please see page 4 for mailing instructions, or check your mailbox for your previously mailed 
statement.  Please include your account number with your payment.
